Eligibility – Open to all AMSA members. Non-resident shooters are required to be members of their Provincial/State Associations. (2010 AMSA memberships and 2010 Class books will be available).

Rules – Current NRA rules apply.  Jury will act as judge and their decision will be final on any protest or dispute concerning procedures, equipment or other questions that arise during tournament.

Certification of Rifles – Rifles will be certified prior to the first match.  No one may compete with an uncertified rifle.  Rifles may be reinspected by the jury at any time during the match.

Awards – Match winner, 1st, 2nd, 3rd place awarded for Standard and Hunter Rifle for each 40 shot match (based on number of shooters in class.) Provincial Champion and Aggregate awards will also be given.  Special aggregate awards: High Lady, High Sr, High Jr.

Match Schedule – Standard and Hunter competitions will be shot separately.

Saturday – June 5th – Firing commences at 9AM – Match #1 Standard 40; Match #2 Hunter 40; Match #3 Standard 40; Match #4 Hunter 40.

Sunday  June 6th – 9AM -  Match #5 Standard, Match #6 Hunter 40. Range will be open for practice and sighting Friday evening at 6:30 PM and Saturday and Sunday at 8AM. 

(City regulations – NO firing before 8AM).

If two people are shooting the same rifle, or if you prefer to be squadded with a particular shooter you MUST indicate on entry form.

Entry – ADVANCED PRE-PAID ENTRY IS REQUESTED BY MAY 24TH. Maximum number of rifles accepted – 56. Field entries accepted at range ONLY if quota is not filled.  Entry must be prepaid to reserve spot.
